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The children will be joining group sessions and
developing their listening and concentration skills.
They will be tuning into different sounds, rhymes
and following instructions. The group sessions will
include key texts, rhymes and other activities
such as: using a parachute to zoom

the animals into space, using Lycra

(stretchy wetchy) to interact with its -
stretchiness and work as a team

with lots of action songs and

number rhymes with puppets!

All of our learning is underpinned by our Catholic
Faith. Our first topic is ‘Myself and Our World’.
The children will know and understand the
importance of their name and that God knows
and loves them.
